However, some positions are for those with prior 
baseball experience, or a related background, looking for the 
next challenge. Most Minor League Baseball™ and Major 
League Baseball teams will be hiring for positions beginning in 
January 2012. Therefore, it is preferable for attendees to have 
graduated college by December 2011.

For those of you who are not graduating until May of 2011, 
make sure to focus on Short Season Minor League Baseball 
clubs, as they do not start play until June and therefore typically 
start their new-hires later in the year.
